
 

 
 

WHY WE CELEBRATE THE 4TH OF JULY  
  

July fourth is the day Americans celebrate the nationôs independence from Great 
Britain. That might surprise Thomas Jefferson, principal author of the Declaration 
of Independence. The Second Continental Congress voted to approve a 
resolution of independence from Great Britain on July 2, 1776. Jefferson wrote to 
his wife, Abigail, the next day: 
  

ñThe second day of July, 1776, will be the most memorable epoch in the history of America. I am apt to believe that 
it will be celebrated by succeeding generations as the great anniversary festival.ò 
 

But the Continental Congress didnôt approve Jeffersonôs declaration until July 4, leading to the popular association 

of the Fourth of July with the official date of independence. By the way, the Declaration of Independence wasnôt 

signed by most Congressional delegates until Aug. 2, 1776.

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The Right Bike Tire Pressure  

  
Most people put too little pressure in road tires and too much 

pressure in off-road rubber. Road tires usually take from 95 to 125 

pounds per square inch (psi). If you weigh 

less than 150 pounds, go toward the lower 

end and vice versa. For mountain tires 

intended for off-road use, a good range is 

from 35 to 45 pounds. Use the same rule for 

weight. With off-road rubber, youõll find that 

less air means a softer ride and improved 

control because the tire has a larger 

footprint on the trail. 

General Swimming 
Safety Tips  

 

Learn to swim and swim well.   

 One of the best things anyone can do to stay safe in and 

around the water is learn to swim.  

Never swim alone - always swim with a buddy.  

Always choose a supervised area - Even good swimmers 

can have an unexpected medical emergency in the water.  

Never drink alcohol  and swim . Alcohol impairs your 

judgment, balance and coordination and reduces your 

body's ability to stay warm.    

Never chew gum or eat while you swim - you could  

 easily choke.  

Use common sense about swimming after eating - After  

 a large meal, let digestion get started before doing any 

strenuous activity such as swimming.  

Stay out of the water when overheated  ï you could easily 

tire. Let your body cool itself down first. Drink lots of 

liquids before jumping into the water.  

Watch the weather.   Stop swimming or boating as soon as 

you see lightning or hear thunder. Wait at least twenty 

minutes after the last sound of thunder and flash of 

lightning before re-entering the water.  

Pack a ñsafetyò bag - Include water-proof sunscreen, water 

shoes to keep feet safe from the heat and objects on land 

and in the water and plenty of water to stay hydrated.
